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Voting Technology Committee Meets


Yolo County Clerk Freddie Oakley invites any interested member of the press or public to observe the regularly scheduled meeting of the Yolo County Voting Technology Advisory Committee (VTAC) at 3:00 P.M. on Thursday, September 25, 2003 in the conference room of the County building located at 600 “A” Street in Davis.  At this meeting the Committee hopes to hear presentations from Kim Alexander, Executive Director of the California Voter Foundation and from Professor Matt Bishop of the Computer Sciences Department at UCD, an expert in computer security.


The VTAC is a citizen’s committee chaired by retired County Supervisor Betsy Marchand and is composed of citizens from around the county; many of them experienced election poll workers.  Retired County Clerk Tony Bernhard is acting as the special consultant to the committee.


The VTAC is charged with studying available voting technology and providers and making a recommendation to the County Clerk regarding the purchase of a new voting system for Yolo County.  Under newly enacted federal laws, the County must provide means for disabled voters to cast their votes privately, and state and federal funds are available for this purpose.
