•	Students must have at least one year of 		
	 experience playing an instrument/singing
•	Students must be enrolled in a school or 		
	 community music program
•	Students must complete an application and 		
	 answer the questions on the next page
•	Applications must be received by October 15th

jazz, selection will 
focus on standard 
instruments used 
in jazz performance 
such as trumpet, 
cornet, trombone, 
clarinet, sax, piano, 

bass, tuba, banjo, guitar, drums and vocals.

Applications will be evaluated using a point system. 
Each response to the questions will be assigned 
points based on the comprehensiveness of the 
answers. We will use these to gauge your interest in 
learning and improving, dedication to becoming a 
better musician, and willingness to work hard and 
practice.
