As we prepare for the New Orleans Tour trip it is our desire to clarify the students’ and chaperones’ responsibilities to make this a safe, educational and enjoyable trip for every single Jazz Choir and Jazz Band member and adult.  We want to make it very clear to you that individual, continuous supervision of your child is not possible on such a trip.  In particular, students will not be escorted by chaperones during free time, but they will be required to stay with a “buddy” and check in at intervals.  We will do everything we can to insure that chaperones are available for any student concern at any time.

We ask that you, for your part, take some time to talk to your student about appropriate behavior in a group situation like this, in a distant city like New Orleans.  Students must stay with the group and follow the itinerary at all times; students must follow the behavior codes as set out by Mr. Lange, Mr. Zinn, and the administration; students need to be aware that this trip for 75 participants will not have the flexibility of a single-family vacation.

We are looking forward to getting to know your student better, and hope that the events we have planned will be entertaining and educational for him or her.  We hope that your student will feel comfortable letting us know how things are going during the tour, so that we can make any necessary adjustments.
