Rules of the Road

On the Plane

You will be expected to observe all directions from the flight crew.  Remain in your seat except to use the rest room as permitted by the Captain.  Bring music to listen to or a book to read.  You may also wish to bring your own snacks.  Quiet conversation within your row is permitted. 
At the Hotel

When the group is at the hotel, you must stay at the hotel.  You may not leave the hotel grounds.

If you have visitors in your room, you must have your door open.  With a group this size, we need to be able to locate students quickly should the need arise.

We will be using the “five second rule”:  when a chaperone knocks, you have five seconds to open your door.

Respect the other patrons at the hotel.  In the evenings, please be very quiet in the halls.

No TV or loud music during study hall times.  Please be considerate of your roommates who may have more work to plow through than you.

Please keep your belongings organized so that everyone can find the things they need.

Remember to not put wet towels on furniture or break things.  You are responsible for damage to your room.

You MUST wear shoes in the lobby and restaurant areas.

If you want to turn in early, find your chaperone so they can check you in for the night.

Once you have been checked in for the night, you MUST stay in your room.  No leaving for ice, visiting, etc.

Do not open your hotel room door late at night without first checking to see who is there.

Respect the “lights-out” time out of consideration for your roommates and the chaperones.  (The TV is considered a light.)  

After “lights-out” you may NOT leave the room for any reason other than to contact a chaperone because of a problem (such as illness.)  Sneaking out is considered “serious defiance” and will result in strict consequences. 

You will not be able to put any charges on your room bill.  Outside phone service and movies will be disabled.  Bring a phone card or cell phone.  You will be able to receive outside calls and make room-to-room calls, and there is a pay phone in the lobby.  Cash may be used for room service (11 AM – 11 PM.)  

Pool:  You MUST have a chaperone if you want to swim, play or even hang out in the pool/spa area.  Using the pool or spa without a chaperone is considered “defiance.”  You MUST obey all posted pool/spa rules.  
At all New Orleans Events

We will use the “Buddy System.”  This is the best way to enjoy the trip and it is an important piece of our trip supervision.  Absolutely no student will be allowed to choose an activity to attend alone.  You may buddy up as you wish, but there must always be at least one Buddy that you stick with and keep track of at all times.  You can switch Buddies as long as NO STUDENT IS LEFT ALONE.  Abandoning a Buddy is a considered “defiance.”
Electing free time activities will be allowed, but you MUST inform you chaperone of your choice or any change of plans.

Check-in times are not negotiable and may not be done by phone.  

You may not choose to stay back at the hotel when we are at musical events or other planned group activities..  

And EVERYWHERE

Be safe.  Do not do anything to endanger yourself or others.

Absolutely no possession or use of any controlled substance, including tobacco, will be tolerated.

If you are ill or injured, please inform an adult as soon as possible.
