DHS Jazz Choir and Jazz Band
Behavior Policy for New Orleans Tour
The music performing groups at DHS have had a history of good behavior on trips and tours.  The directors and chaperones wish to underline the positive behavior of past music tours and state our expectations for this trip.

First it is important to note that all of the “rules and regulations which apply to students while on campus also apply while on an instructional trip” and “students who elect to disregard the rules shall be referred to the administration.”  (DJUSD Administrative Procedures, Article III, Section 3.15-4, p. 8)  The DJUSD “Guidelines for Responsive Discipline in Secondary Schools” from the “Standards of Student Behavior” have been included in this packet; please review them.

Because of the special nature of these trips there are certain behaviors that need to be emphasized and additional consequences that will come into play.  The basic expectations for the trip are:

1.  No student on the New Orleans trip will compromise his or her own safety or the safety of any other person.  Especially, no student may leave the group at any time of day or night.

2.  No student will use or possess any controlled substance, including tobacco, alcohol, drugs or explosives.


3.  Students will follow all school and trip rules, respecting the right of everyone to have a safe, productive and enjoyable trip.

All students should understand the role of the chaperones on the trip.  The chaperones act as an extension of the certificated teachers in charge of the field trip, assisting them in carrying out their instructional plans and their responsibility to care for the safety and welfare of all trip participants.  Disobedience or defiance of trip chaperones is considered the same as disobedience or defiance of Mr. Lange and Mr. Zinn. 

In addition to any applicable consequence as outlined in the District’s “Guidelines,” student offenses during the trip may result in specific consequences as outlined below:

Note:

Every chaperone has the right to apply a consequence of one hour’s loss of free time to a student for disobedience or disrespect.  The consequences for more serious offenses will be decided by the teachers with chaperone input.

Examples of “loss of privilege” are loss of free time, “Buddy” time replaced by “chaperone-escorted” time, exclusion from group activity and room isolation.

Any school suspension includes exclusion from extracurricular Jazz Choir or Jazz Band activities and an “F” grade for any Jazz Choir or Jazz Band work missed during suspension.

The teachers and chaperones reserve the right to send students home at their parent’s expense for serious misbehavior.

The teachers reserve the right to bar a student from future Music Department trips because of serious misbehavior.
