New Orleans Trip Summary and Guide for Parents/Students
Jazz Band Version
BEFORE THE TRIP:

Parents: Be sure your student has the following:

· Picture ID:  A government issued photo ID is acceptable, including the DHS ID card or a driver’s license.  Some parents have considered using the student’s passport—consider this carefully given that the DHS ID is sufficient (no need to risk losing a passport)

· Insurance on your student’s instrument:  We are traveling across country and throughout New Orleans and surrounding territory using public transport.  Although we anticipate no problems, accidents happen.  Please check with your insurance agent regarding the level of coverage on your student’s instrument (home insurance policy with deductible vs. special rider).   Be sure the instrument is packed in a HARD shell case, and have tape or lots of saran wrap to cover the latches if the instrument is being checked.
· Uniforms:  students must have both their formal and informal uniforms, as follows:

· Formal Uniform: burgundy shirt, tie, black slacks/skirt, black shoes, black socks/stockings, belt

· To be worn at Artillery Park (Saturday) and Church (Sunday)

· Informal Uniform: white polo shirt with trip logo, blue jeans in good condition (no


holes), closed-toed shoes (you will be wearing these to walk around the 


French Quarter – make sure they are comfortable)

· To be worn at UNO workshop and performance (Friday)—do not wear before!


· Carry-on bag:  Students will need a carry-on bag (like a back pack or small duffel bag) to hold either street clothes or their uniform on a daily basis, to be carried on the bus.

· TSA Requirements:  Rules on what can be carried onto planes change.  Check the TSA site for the latest details (http://www.tsa.gov/travelers/airtravel/simplifly.shtm) .  Do not carry more than 3 oz. of liquids onto the plane.  Any carry-on liquids need to be in a clear quart bag.  All other gels, liquids etc. go into checked luggage.  Of course: no knife blades, pocket knives, corkscrews (for many reasons!) or items normally used to torment younger siblings

· Cell phones and cell phone numbers: please be sure your student has a cell phone (with charger) and provide your student’s cell phone number to Barbara Duffy at bduffyrn@sbcglobal.net.  Chaperones must be able to contact your student at any time on the trip.  Cell numbers will not be given to anyone else; lists will be destroyed at the end of the trip

· Bug spray, sunglasses, sunscreen

· Medical forms: if your student will be taking medications on the trip then we must have signed medical forms and the medication must be given to Lisa Yamauchi at the airport on Thursday morning.  

· Extra Clothes: 2 – 3 days worth (see climate below)

· Climate:  average maximum temperature for New Orleans in April is 76 degrees; average minimum is 59; daily average is 67.  Relative humidity is 87% in the morning (gasp!) and 61% in the afternoon.  To prepare for rain, your student may want to take a jacket or camping poncho (small).  Fog, haze, light rain are all possible; thunderstorms are possible but not common
· Cash:  suggest $50 – 100, depending on following:

· Whether student takes food for Thursday flights or buys food in Las Vegas

· We WILL buy dinner in the French Quarter on Friday evening.  Each student will decide with their chaperones whether to go to a restaurant or buy from the many food stands at the Festival

· Any food bought at the Las Vegas airport on the return trip Sunday (we have a short layover)

· Amount of incidentals

· Possible entry fees for any museums on Friday (unlikely, given that the Festival is free, but students may want to see one of the museums in the French Quarter)

· Swimsuit: we may have time Friday evening to use the hotel pool

THURSDAY, APRIL 10

Schedule:
4:30 AM
Anyone needing a ride to the Sacramento Airport will meet at the DHS parking lot by the IPAB to meet their carpool driver.

5:00 AM
Arrive at Sacramento Airport, Terminal A at the Southwest Airlines Ticket Counter.  Give medical forms and medications to Lisa Yamauchi.  Find your chaperone and receive your ticket.  Check bags, get boarding passes, security, etc.   Keep your boarding passes for the trip to New Orleans but give the rest of your ticket back to your chaperone.  Jazz Band will travel together on this flight, along with approximately one-half the Jazz Choir.  DO NOT BE LATE—WE HAVE NO PRIOR CHECK-IN OR MEETING SPOT (unless you need a carpool ride)!  We will not return to Davis to wake up your student!
6:40 AM
SWA Flight #123 departs for Las Vegas.  
7:55 AM. 
Arrive in Las Vegas.  Students stay with chaperone to ensure everyone transfers to the correct gate

9:45 AM
SWA Flight #562 departs for New Orleans

3:10 PM
Arrive in New Orleans.  Students convene with chaperone to collect checked bags and instruments.  Take hotel shuttle to La Quinta in Kenner, LA (2610 Williams Blvd, Kenner, LA  70062, tel: 504-466-1401)--we will take La Quinta’s shuttle in shifts to the hotel due to limited shuttle capacity.   Get room keys, unpack.
5:50 PM
Remaining members of Jazz Choir arrive on SWA Flight #1482 from Phoenix.

7:00 PM
Pizzas brought in to La Quinta for dinner
8:00 PM
Bus pick-up at La Quinta; head to French Quarter for Haunted New Orleans Tour.  Bus will drop off at the Gray Line Lighthouse ticket office at the foot of Toulouse Street, where the walking tour starts.  It's 2 blocks from Cafe Du Monde, so the bus will pick up back there, also. 
11:00 – 11:30 PM
Return to Hotel

Midnight
Lights out.
Preparation Notes:

· Pack homework, food (no drinks!) and/or money for food for the long flights.  We have nearly a two hour layover in Las Vegas, making these flights a good time to catch up on homework.  A deck of cards may also be helpful

Plane flights are good times to sleep or do homework, although neither seems to occur in practice. 

FRIDAY, APRIL 11
Schedule:
6:45 AM
Wake-up; breakfast at La Quinta. Wear informal uniforms (white polo shirt with trip logo, blue jeans).   

8:45 AM
All students and instruments ready to board buses.  Any other items brought along by students must be carried by them throughout the afternoon in the French Quarter!
9:00 AM
Load buses (quickly); drive to University of New Orleans (UNO).  
10:00 AM
Jazz Band and Jazz Choir each have a workshop with UNO faculty and students.  Jazz Choir with Caroline Carson, Cindy Scott and students (http://www.cindyscott.us/) in Choral Room; Jazz Band with Dr. Chuck Taylor and students in Band Room.   There will not be room in the Choral Room for adults to observe; Band Room should have sufficient space
11:30 AM
Lunch brought to Music Department; with UNO faculty and participating UNO students

Noon
Attend UNO Recital Hour: performance by Cindy Scott’s Jazz Vocal Group

1:00 PM
UNO performance by DHS Jazz Band and Jazz Choir following Recital Hour

2:00 PM
Pack-up, board buses
2:30 PM
Buses depart to French Quarter.  One bus returns to La Quinta with selected chaperones/adults to unload instruments; they will take cab back to French Quarter to rejoin rest of group.   Bus drop off and pick up in the French Quarter on Bienville Street, just off N. Peters St., by Landry's restaurant (it's 2 blocks from Washington Artillery Park).
3:00 PM
Attend French Quarter Jazz Festival.  Students stay with assigned chaperones and/or accompanying adults—NO EXCEPTIONS!  Students can spend the rest of this day with accompanying adults (ie—their parents) rather than assigned chaperones, but chaperones must know which adult is responsible this entire time for their assigned students.  

We will be in the French Quarter for six hours, during which time the students and adults can:

· Listen to performing groups at French Quarter Jazz Festival  (no admission charge): http://www.fqfi.org/frenchquarterfest/.  Listening to performances at this Festival is an expected part of the trip.  Groups will play into the evening on eleven stages (http://www.fqfi.org/frenchquarterfest/fqfi_schedule.html) see below for the Festival schedule.
· Stop by the New Orleans Jazz National Historic Park at 916 N. Peters Street (http://www.nps.gov/jazz/index.htm ) to pick up walking tour maps for historic jazz establishments in the French Quarter.  There is also a second NPS visitor’s center at 419 Decatur Street.  Walking tour maps are also available at: http://www.nojazzcommission.com/Projects_and_Resources/walking_tours/walking_tours.html
· See the Louisiana Jazz Museum Jazz Collection (Louis Armstrong’s original bugle and cornet, and Dizzie Gillespie’s trumpet, among others):  http://lsm.crt.state.la.us/collections/jazz.htm ($5 students, $6 adults)
· Preservation Hall: there is no organized group concert, but individuals can enter on their own.  However, the Hall opens its doors at 8:00 PM, music begins at 8:15 PM, our bus leaves at 9:00 PM, and admission is $10.  Might be good to check when there to see if they have special activities because of the Jazz Festival:  726 St. Peter Street: http://www.preservationhall.com/home.php 

· Have dinner on their own from any of the established French Quarter restaurants or the on-street booths where sample plates of signature dishes are available (http://www.fqfi.org/frenchquarterfest/fqfi_food.html#harrahs).  
· For those who tire of the Jazz Festival, various groups may, at their option, convene at Gulf (formerly Zydeque, 808 Iberville Street).  This used to be a barbeque place, is becoming a seafood restaurant although they still will have certain BBQ items.  The price level is not known.  Snug Harbor is a jazz club affiliated with UNO; admission appears to be charged: http://www.snugjazz.com/site/ 
9:00 PM
Board bus, return to La Quinta.  Possible evening swim

11:30 PM
Lights out

 Preparation Notes:
· Begin the day with informal uniforms.
· After UNO workshops, both buses will go to the French Quarter to drop off students; one bus will then return to La Quinta to off-load instruments.  The bus that drops us off in the French Quarter will not be the same as the one that picks us up in the evening—students can NOT leave anything in the passenger section of the bus.  When students exit the bus they should leave NOTHING behind (ie—take any items other than instruments with them).  All instruments should be in one storage compartment below the bus so those can be off-loaded by adults.  HINT—students should not bring anything else along unless they are willing to carry it throughout the afternoon/evening in the French Quarter.
· Students and chaperones will determine how to spend the afternoon in the French Quarter.  We will try to match up student and chaperone interests to the extent possible

· Bring money to buy dinner in the French Quarter ($20 – 30) and pay for any potential museum or club fees (~$10 - 25)
· While in the French Quarter, STUDENTS MUST STAY WITH THEIR CHAPERONES OR ASSIGNED ADULT AT ALL TIMES!  No exceptions!  Guard private belongings (wallets, purses, cameras, etc) and don’t become separated from your group.  We’re in a crowded urban area in the midst of a music and food street festival.  Use common sense and street smarts!  See notes at end of this guide.

· Have your chaperone’s cell number.  If you become separated, call him or her immediately

Preparation Notes:

· Students may or may not participate in the actual service, as they see fit.  The Lakeview Church is delighted to have an opportunity to hear our groups perform, and this is a good opportunity to meet residents of New Orleans and give something to their community
· Be sure students have money for food in Las Vegas.  We will have a reception at the Lakeview Church and a box lunch on the bus, but this is a long day with few opportunities to get food.  Our time to change gates in Las Vegas is limited, so any food bought in Las Vegas will be “grab and go”
· Again—long plane flights are good times for sleep and homework.  Be sure your student packs book(s) for schoolwork
ADDITIONAL INFORMATION:
Street Smarts:
New Orleans is a major urban area and we will be spending substantial time periods there.  Student safety is a paramount concern.  We have checked with numerous contacts, and they confirm that most crime is “disadvantaged on disadvantaged,” occurring mostly in areas where we will not be and late at night when we will be gone.  Safety measures relevant to us are the same as measures one should take in any urban environment.

Please impress on your student the importance of being street smart.  Yes—we’ll look like tourists, as will practically everyone in the French Quarter.  Still, it’s important to look confident, walk with purpose and avoid random conversations with strangers.  The New Orleans Police Department advises visitors to avoid taking the bait on various scams, such as the person who offers an unsolicited bet like “Hey, betcha $20 I can tell you where you got your shoes!”  The answer being, “on your feet,” at which point one can have an increasingly bellicose person demanding $20.  Do not talk to these people.  Use common sense.

UNO Faculty:
In addition to the generous and gracious hospitality of people in New Orleans (which is truly incredible), one objective of the UNO faculty who are helping us is to showcase their growing Music Program.  Their Program was hit hard by Katrina and they are now rebuilding. Directions to UNO:

Buses should unload on Milneburg (The Newman Center / Children's Center side of the Performing Arts Center). Buses can park in the University Center lot that is closest to Elysian Fields. They may NOT park (or attempt to enter) the back lot of the Performing Arts area (the Ben Franklin side). Apparently, every year, several try and get stuck and block traffic in and out of this lot! Spectators / family / other teachers etc. should park in the University Center pay lot. I'm told there is a flat fee of $ 3.00 and they pay as they leave. It's supposed to take dollars and coins, but I'm also told that having exact change is the best thing to do.
I hope this helps! Some of it sounds harsh, but is what I'm hearing from UNO based on past experiences with bus parking and confusion!

Here are official directions for people coming from the West
From New Orleans International Airport and points west:
Take Interstate 10 East to Interstate 610 East (left exit). Continue on Interstate 610 East until the Elysian Fields Avenue exit. Turn left onto Elysian Fields. Continue north for about three miles and go just past Leon C. Simon Drive (major intersection). To enter the campus, turn left onto Alumni Drive. At the end of Alumni Drive, turn right onto Milneburg Road. Turn left immediately into the Administration parking lot and park in a visitor space. If visitor spaces are full, pay parking is available across the street (behind the University Center) for $3.00. The Office of Admissions is located in suite 103 of the Administration building on the side nearest the circular bus stop.
Here is more specific parking info. I’ll be hanging out outside on Friday to look for your arrival and can try to direct you more from there if needed. I’m sure you can stop to unload if you’re not blocking anything at all and then move to go park. 
 
Pay Parking -There are two pay parking lots on campus. One on
Alumni Drive next to the University Center and the other on
Founders Rd next the the Earl K. Long Library. All students,
faculty/staff without decals and visitors are allowed to park in
these lots at a cost of $3.00/day.
