NOTE: Casual Blacks are NOT needed this year
              Music stands are NOT needed this year  

Duffle bag or backpack to carry change of clothing (we will be changing from street clothes to concert attire daily)
Comfortable walking shoes

Clothing—layers are recommended

Jacket—it can be cool and even drizzly  
Medicines (submitted to trip nurse), and toiletries 
SUNSCREEN (bring it, use it and reapply it throughout the day)
Study materials (e.g., books) for the required “study periods”

Money for some meals (see below) and expenses.
