Salmonid Restoration Federation will host an evening program featuring truly inspiring films that will highlight river, wilderness and human issues. This film festival is a feature of the 26th Annual Salmonid Restoration Conference from March 5-8 in Lodi, CA.

The film festival will open with a short film, Rita, a true story based on the filmmaker’s childhood in a worldwide whirlwind of adventure with her outdoor photographer/travel-guide parents and a newly discovered friendship on an expedition to Mt. Everest. 


Filmmaker Christopher Beaver will introduce his film Tales of the San Joaquin about the hardest working river in America and also the most abused. The film follows the river 350 miles from the source near Yosemite National Park, to the point where its waters flow into San Francisco Bay. Once the birthplace of hundreds of thousands of salmon, the river is now completely dry year round. 

Winner of the “Best Environmental Film,” Oil and Water Project, follows two kayakers who embark on an endless summer-style 35,000 km road trip from Alaska to Argentina in a retro-outfitted Japanese fire truck without a single drop of petroleum. They converted their regular diesel engine to run on everything from pig lard to palm pulp and they traveled for 9 months in pursuit of the best whitewater in the Americas. The pair coordinated with schools, local governments, farmers, agricultural research centers and media to conduct demonstrations advocating for the use of alternative energy all along the way
